Campus Life Reporting Structure/Staff Training/Student Safety Information (July 2010)

Campus Life employs Community Directors (CD’s) for each Campus housing facility. The Community Directors are full time, professional staff members having Master’s Level or higher degrees in an applicable field.

The Community Directors oversee the Community Facilitators (CF’s), students who work for the University and who are assigned to an individual floor in each Campus housing facility.

The CD’s and CF’s undergo an extensive training schedule prior to the start of each academic year (see training schedule).

At the beginning of each academic year, resident students must attend a mandatory session conducted by the CD’s and CF’s. The session covers the following topics:

· Fire drills and evacuation procedures
· Floor plan for evacuation
· General Health and Safety Tips
· Hotlines & Referral Numbers for Campus Security, Campus Health, Campus Counseling, etc.

Fire drills are conducted once per semester as scheduled by the City of Pittsburgh Fire Department in cooperation with Point Park University.

For academic year 2010/2011, the Departments of Environmental Health and Safety and Campus Life, in conjunction with Student Affairs, will be sponsoring mandatory sessions where the following videos will be viewed by CD’s, CF’s, and resident students:

· Middlebury College Fire Video (year 2 of use)
· Shots Fired on Campus 

Additional videos concerning various safety topics are under consideration by the University.
