   Animals and Aquaria Intern
Responsible To:  SeaScape and Exploration Station Staff Educators   
Task Description:  Help care for our animals in our underwater encounter, SeaScape, as well as our animal ambassadors in Exploration Station.  Assist visitors as they explore what's under the sea in our 2000 gallon, interconnected, five-tank living coral reef ecosystem, containing well over 400 species of plants and animals, including live mangrove trees.  Work with our animal ambassadors to give visitors a hands-on experience.  

Responsibilities:

· Routine care of animals in SeaScape and Exploration Station, including food preparation and cleaning animal habitats

· Recording daily activities and observations

· Maintenance of SeaScape's physical components

· Researching material for presenters

· Interacting with the public

· Assisting staff with demonstrations

· Complete a project (to be decided by the intern and supervisor)

· Maintain a journal record of the internship experience

Skills Required:

· Ability to interact positively with visitors and other staff

· Sensitivity towards children and animals

· Willingness to learn new information

· Use of a ladder

· Ability to lift 40 lb

· Ability to follow explicit directions

· Ability to do independent research with materials provided, including the internet

· Reliability and punctuality

Skills to be Learned:

· Intern will learn husbandry and maintenance skills specific to our organisms and habitats, including the 2000 gallon coral reef system
Parameters: 

· Will not have to troubleshoot problems independently; intern will consult with Aquaria & Animals staff

· Will not administer first aid

Training Methods:

· Training follows a progression from observation to guided participation to working independently under the supervision of Aquaria and Animals staff.

Time Frame:

· 120 hours

· Minimum of 8 hours weekly
