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Cleaning & Maintenance of
Dance floor

Routine Cleaning

Wet mop floor with 16 oz. of white vinegar added to a bucket of hot water.

The mop should be used in a figure-8 pattern rather than a forward and back pattern.

Clear (non-sudsy) Ammonia may be used in lieu of vinegar.  Be sure to rinse the floor w/ clean hot water after using ammonia to remove any residue.

Shoe and scuff marks can be removed with ‘denatured alcohol’ which is sold as SLX alcohol.  Be sure to rinse the floor w/ hot clean water after use.

DO NOT USE THE FOLLOWING ON THE DANCE FLOOR

-commercial cleaning products including sanitizers and antibacterial solutions.  These products leave a residue and will cause the floor to be slippery.

-floor treatments that leave a wax finish or shine.

-silicone in any form (caulk, spray, grease) must not be used on or near the dance floor.  It will react w/ the flooring material and cause the floor to be slippery – PERMANENTLY.  It is not possible to remove silicone from the dance floor without destroying it in the process.

-never use strong solvents such as cellulose thinners, gasoline, or acetone.  It will destroy the dance floor.

-Rosin should not be used.  With proper care the floor should not be slippery.
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
