Stage Management Strike Duties
The tech faculty has very graciously agreed to the following.

Because the Stage Managers and Assistant Stage Managers have put so much time into the show, the tech faculty is making this concession.

At strike, the stage managers are responsible for making sure all props and costumes are put away according to the instructions from said department.  

That all dressing rooms are spotless.

That the light and/or sound booth is cleaned.

That headsets, run lights are neatly returned to the prop cages.

That the callboard is struck.

That the prop tables are cleaned. 

Please utilize your run crew to accomplish the above.

Once the above is done, - (this is usually about 2 hours into strike) – and the only thing left is set destruction, you then gather your crew, thank them, and tell the shop head (usually James), is now in charge of them.  Tell James how many persons he has coming his way and then you and you ASM’s are free to leave.

This means that you and your crew work until all of this is accomplished.  No idle run crew.  If you don’t need them all to carry out your end of the strike, release them to set early and keep only those that you need.
This is a wonderful gesture on the part of the tech staff to recognize all of your hard work.  DO NOT ABUSE IT!!!
