REFUND & WITHDRAWAL POLICY

Students who do not pay in full by the 2nd class will be automatically withdrawn from all classes. Students will be per-
mitted to re-register if more funding becomes available to them.

To receive a monetary refund , students must withdraw before the START of 4th class . Students will receive a refund
minus $15.00 per class whether the class was taken or not.

Example 1. A student withdraws after the second class but before the 3rd class, student is charged

$30.00 and refunded the rest.

Example 2: A student withdraws after the third class but before the 4th class, student is charged $45.00 and
refunded the rest.

To receive a Credit Certificate . Any student who withdraws after the 4th class will receive a credit certificate, minus
the number of classes that have passed at a rate of $15.00 per class. All discounts are forfeited if a student withdraws
at anytime. This certificate can be applied to Community Classes during the fiscal year. If the Certificate is not used by
August 1st, the certificate will be voided and no additional refunds or credits will be given.

CANCELLED / MISSED CLASS POLICIES

MAKE-UP CARD: Dance: Students who missed a dance class can obtain a make-up card by calling or stopping in the
performing arts office. A make-up card can be used for any Community Class dance class of the students choice. Make
-up cards must be used within the same semester. No refunds or credits will be issued for students who missed a class
and was unable to make the class up with a make-up card.

Theatre: Any missed acting classes are forfeited, no refunds, credits or make-up cards will be given.
Private Lessons:  Please notify your instructor at least 24 hours in advance if you are unable to attend a lesson. In-

structors reserve the right to forfeit missed lessons and no credit or refunds will be issued. Lessons must be made-up
before the end of the term unless other arrangements have been made with the instructor.

o If professional Artistic pursuits or illness requires a teacher to miss class, we will provide a qualified substitute.
¢ In some extreme cases classes may have to be cancelled. We try to notify all students as soon as possible.
