· Point Park has two starters returning from last year’s team, which was 11-17 overall, 6-11 KIAC. 

Matt Noszka and Alan Heter are returning starters, both of which are forwards who averaged dou-

ble figures in scoring. There are four letter-winners back including T.J. Lanier and Brandon Camic. 

· The Pioneers must replace as starters leading scorer Gabe McNeal (22.8 ppg), forward Nick 

Brown (19.4 ppg, 9.2 rpg) and point guard Robbie Heatherington (11.2 ppg, 7.9 apg), the NAIA DII 

assists leader. Point Park will look to several transfers to help fill the voids.  

· Point Park was 16th in NAIA DII in scoring last year with 85.7 ppg but also gave up 87.3 ppg. A 

long and athletic roster can give the Pioneers an improved defense this season. 

· Point Park was picked 3rd of 5 teams in the KIAC North Division in the 2014-15 KIAC Preseason 

Coaches Poll (Oct. 23) as the conference goes to a divisional alignment for the first time. 

· The Pioneers enter their third year in the KIAC since joining in 2012-13. But they have never 

made it past the first round of the KIAC Tournament and lost to No. 1 seed IU Southeast last year.
